China. San Francisco and Shanghai became sister cities in 1979 and that relationship continues to bene®t both
cities. In the Senate, Senator Feinstein has been a noted and consistent leader on citizen diplomacy issues.

Senator Richard G. Lugar

Senator Lugar served as Mayor of Indianapolis from 1968-1975 before being elected to the U.S. Senate in
1976. As Chairman of the Senate Foreign Relations Committee, Senator Lugar has promoted the value of
international citizen and educational exchange programs. He co-sponsored, with Senator Edward M. Kennedy,
legislation establishing th€outh Exchange and Study (YES) Programvhich provides scholarships for

secondary school students from countries with signi®cant Muslim populations to spend an academic year in the
United States.

First elected as Mayor of the District of Columbia in 1998, Mayor Williams has expanded and energized the
sister city program. Since becoming Mayor, he has signed new sister city partnerships with Brazzaville, Congo;

(which includes the capital city of Pretoria), South Africa; and Accra, Ghana. Mayor Williams, who is not
standing for election to a third term as Mayor, has built a legacy of economic and cultural understanding and
cooperation through an expanding sister city program.

Best Overall Program: Population Less than 25,000
Scottsbluff/Gering, Nebraska

The sister city relationship between Scottsbluff/Gering, Nebraska and Bamiyan, of Bamiyan Province, Afghanistan resulted

in numerous successful nursing and agriculture projects. In February, Governor of Bamiyan, Mohammad Rahim Aliyar, visited
Scottsbluff/Gering for economic, educational and government tours of the area. Later in the year, ®ve Scottsbluff/Gering
representatives visited Afghanistan for tours of local and historic landmarks and met with Bamiyan of®cials to discuss health care
and agricultural project proposals.

A 35-member sister city delegation from Granada, Spain, lec
by the Honorable Jos" Torres Hurtado, mayor of Granada, visited Coral Gables for a four-day program consisting of meetings witl
prominent representatives from the business community through the Chambers of Commerce, as well as meetings with academi
cultural groups. A Medical Congress consisting of seventy doctors from Italy was held and the effort was spearheaded by the Co
of Italy and the University of Miami as a direct result of their sister city relationship with the Province of Pisa, Italy. Their efforts
signi®cantly increased cultural and economic exchanges with all their sister cities.

Best Overall Program: Population 50,000 to 100,000

Tulsa, Oklahoma

Tulsa, Oklahoma hosted 2Connecting Cultures,® a Sister Cities Summit highlighting international capabilities for area citizens and
delegates from around the world. The event brought together hundreds of guests from eight cities to raise over $152,000. The Sul
also welcomed the partnership between Tulsa and its newest sister city, Amiens, France. Tulsa's 2Connecting Cultures® Summit
increased understanding and awareness of sister city programs because the City Council and the Mayor participated in all major
events. Because of their partnership with the Oklahoma Department of Commerce, Tulsa Sister Cities provided a major education
and networking event for area business people. Tulsa also continued with the Young Artists Program and school exchanges with
Beihai, China; Amiens, France; San Luis Potosi, Mexico; Zelenograd, Russia; Tiberias, Israel; and Utsunomiya, Japan. Additionall
Celle, Germany and Kaohsiung Municipality, Taiwan, China participated in cultural exchanges with Tulsa.

Best Overall Program: Population Greater than 500,000
San Antonio, Texas

To engage citizens of Fishers, Indiana in the history and culture of their sister city, Billericay, England (UK), the Sister Cities
Association of Fishers created the 2Fishers RenFaire.° This event took more than one-and-a-half years of planning and enlisted th
help of more than 250 volunteers from the Town of Fishers, Fishers Kiwanis and Fishers residents and entertainers. They were ak
engage and educate residents in the lifestyles and culture of the Renaissance period in England through a unique experience. Th
corporate sponsorships and grant proposals, Fishers was able to raise $20,000 to fund the faire. Other organizations, including th
Hamilton County Convention and Visitors Bureau, also promote and support the Fishers-Billericay relationship. The faire is now a
unique cultural tourist destination for all of central Indiana to learn about the rich history of Billericay.

The Innovation Award for Arts & Culture: Population Greater than 100,000
Omaha, Nebraska

Marking the 40" anniversary of the Omaha, Nebraska-Shizuoka, Japan sister city relationship, the Omaha Sister Cities Associatior
built a friendship gate at the Omaha Lauritzen Botanical Gardens. The gate is a one-third scale replica of Shizuoka Sunpu Gate
originally built in 1600. Craftsmen, community volunteers, business leaders, and civic of®cials, including Omaha Mayor Mike Fahe
and Shizuoka Mayor Zenkichi Kojima, have all supported the project. Theadfiversary celebration banquet was attended by

more than 400 people and was the culminating event of the friendship gate project. Dr. Ronald Roskens, Honorary Counsel Gene
of Japan in Omaha was the Master of Ceremonies. Thanks to the gracious gift of the friendship gate by the people of Shizuoka,
international partnerships have deepened throughout the Omaha community.

The Innovation Award for Humanitarian Assistance: Population Less than 100,000
Asheville, North Carolina

Asheville, North Carolina initiated several humanitarian programs to assist sister cities San Cristobal de las Casas, Mexico,
Valladolid, Mexico, and Vladikavkaz, Russian Federation. The Mayan Midwife Project in San Cristobal created an apprentice

program and instructional video to teach pre-natal care, family planning, nutrition and how to deliver babies. This was motivated by
the high rate of children and mothers dying because medical care was not available. In accordance with the United Nations Millenniu
Development Goal to 2halve by 2015 the proportion of people without sustainable access to safe drinking water,° Asheville Sister Citi
created the Sustainable Water Project for San Cristobal. The successful completion of this project provided safe drinking water for ov
50,000 residents. Through bene®ts and art sales, Asheville raised $12,000 to assist victims of terror attacks on Beslan, a community
®feen miles from sister city Vladikavkaz, Russian Federation.

The Innovation Award for Humanitarian Assistance: Population Greater than 100,000
Denver, Colorado

Denver Sister Cities International helped raise over $70,000 in donations to help the victims of the 2004 Tsunami. A fundraiser was
held with the help of a radio station, TV station, and the Denver Press Club. Ten days after the tsunami hit sister city Chennai, India,
a live radio show with an online and silent auction was held. Eminent local government of®cials, Colorado governor Bill Owens and
Denver Mayor John Hickenlooper spoke at the event. Youth in Action, a youth leadership group, also held an auction to promote
fundraising for tsunami relief and included speakers from Denver Sister Cities. A reception was held in Denver for Pappa Vidyaakar,
founder of the charity, @My Helping Hands® so residents could learn more. Kendallvue Elementary in Denver sent money collected all
year by students to victims in Chennai. @My Helping Hands® built homes for tsunami victims with the funds.

The Innovation Award for Sustainable Development: Population Less than 100,000
Amesbury, Massachusetts

Amesbury for Africa is a friendship-based partnership between the town of Amesbury, Massachusetts and sister village Esabalu, Ker
The focus of this partnership is to achieve food self-suf®ciency, education, HIV/AIDS awareness, women's leadership, art exchange,
youth development for Esabalu. Through this partnership, a group of women were trained in community-based health care, midwifery
and community pharmacy through the Bailey/Whaley Health Center at Mukhalakhala, Kenya. The opening of the Ebusakami Water
Supply, Ltd. has provided clean drinking water to 125,000 people by drilling boreholes with pump houses. More than 80 girls and
boys orphaned by HIV/AIDS were given school uniforms and the opportunity to attend school. Esabalu has been graced with the
construction and opening of the Ebudssamba Primary School Library.

at the University of Louisville developed a six-month intensive exchange program for public of®cials. The exchange program include:
formal training courses in public administration, internships with municipal agencies, ®eld trips, roundtable discussions, and social
activities. Through tours and government overviews, the exchange program was able to create a highly successful city administrative
exchange with China. The Louisville-Juijiang exchange hopes to create a dialogue for sister city exchanges at all levels, including
education, arts and culture, tourism and community initiatives.

The Innovation Award for Youth & Education: Population Less than 100,000
Columbia, Maryland

Columbia, Maryland's High School Summer Exchange Program brings together students from Columbia, and sister cities Cergy-
Pontoise, France and Tres Cantos, Spain. In an effort to allow students to experience different cultures, improve their foreign languacg
skills, and prepare to be citizens of the world, students from Columbia spent two weeks living with the family of a student in their siste
city. They then hosted at home the same student from France or Spain. Students on the trip to France visited famous sites such as N
Dame, the Eiffel Tower, the Louvre, and Versailles. In Normandy, they visited Mont St. Michel, the Peace Memorial at Caen and walk
among the graves at the American Cemetery on Omaha Beach. Students visiting Spain spent a day in Madrid touring a sword-makin
factory and the Royal Palace. During a trip to Toledo, students visited the citadel and learned the local history of Christians, Jews anc
Muslims.
